Written by the student 

Guidance 

Why you have chosen this course / route 

Avoid mentioning a specific centre 

Subsequent plans 

Any experience (if not chosen for GCSE level) 

Other skills 

Specific learning need

Unique login details 

Apply to 2 or more different centres  

Applications sent to all centres 

Can apply to different centres for the same / 
different courses 

List order of preference
